Welding Technology (Napa Valley College)

The Welding Technology program prepares students 
for work in areas of shipbuilding, bridges and building 
construction, pipeline construction, refrigeration, 
missile and aircraft construction, automobile and 
related industries where metal must be joined together. 
Developments in the branch of science and technology 
concerned with the properties of metals and their 
production and purification, metallurgy, have created 
many types of metals, which require new techniques 
and as a result skilled welders are in demand. Careers 
are available in a wide-range of industries including; 
aerospace, agriculture, automotive manufacture and 
repair, chemical processing, construction, general 
manufacturing, oil and gas extraction, plumbing and 
pipe welding and underwater welding. 

Computer Information Systems (College of Alameda)

A Computer Information Systems program prepares 
students to work in the Information Technology (IT) 
industry, specifically in computer networking and system 
administration. Courses include networking concepts 
and theory, network infrastructure administration 
including the Cisco Systems CCNA/CCNP courses, system 
and network administration using Unix/Linux and 
Microsoft operating systems, network security, network 
management, virtualization, storage technologies, and 
emerging technologies including cloud computing, IT 
infrastructure support for DevOps and The Internet 
of Things (IoT). The Computer Information Systems 
program at College of Alameda was awarded a Strong 
Workforce Star in 2017; students who participate in this 
program boost their earnings by 87%.
